Melissa Bodey, Senior Benefit Specialist CEBCO Health and Wellness Plans, talked about the 2026 Wellness rates no longer being adjusted by CEBCO.
The County will have to determine how and what kind of incentive to provide for those who choose to complete the wellness program.

Mr. Brett Clark — spoke about the erosion of his property related to runoff from culverts under Beatty Road, in Huntington Township. Prosecutor
Marks, the Huntington Township Trustees and the County Engineer plan to sit down with Mr. Clark this week to work out some type of solution for this
ISsue.
